Report on Activities.

Mr CHARRAS, Vice President, summarised the situation following the death of Madame GERMAIN.:

· A proper review of all of the documents relating to the past management of the Association has been difficult to achieve due to lack of documentation and the circumstances.

· Financial position 1,516.91 Euros in bank accounts.
· Reminder of the aims of the Association.

· He requested that the members present should accept the reports on the activities and finances.

· The reports received unanimous support from the meeting.

· He gave a verbal summary of the meeting held with the Charmettes General Manager in June 2006.

· Mr. CHARRAS explained that, due to the death of the President and the departure from Les Charmettes of other Committee Members, the Association would not be able to continue in 2007 unless a new Committee could be found.
· Mr. GIBBS suggested that it would be hoped that the Association would continue and that French owners would be prepared to join the committee.

· Messrs CRETON, LOTH, COLMARD and Madame CRETON ( Monique) were prepared to volunteer for the year 2007 with the stated aim of  bringing in a sufficiently representative number of owners to membership of the Association (200 minimum):If this were not to be achieved then the Association  would need to be wound up.
At 10am Jenny Thompson, General Manager of Charmettes joined the Meeting.

She summarised the work undertaken in 2006.

The plans for 2007 were reviewed, particularly the possibility of installation of electricity meters was revealed.
The likely outcome for 2006 in respect of forecast  profits compared with budgets was discussed in broad terms.

Several questions/ comments were raised by the members present:-

· The tenor of letters received by owners from Pessac. These were felt to lack any diplomacy and were quite cutting in their choice of words.

· Dissatisfaction expressed by those owners who rent via Siblu (some 250 of a total of 880 owners)
Undertakings by the General Manager in respect of 2007.
· Possibility of including publicity insert regarding the Association in the leaflets sent out by Siblu.
· To take account of remarks made by owners who complete the Satisfaction Questionnaires available at Reception.

· To look at reducing the price of drinks in the complex whilst at the same time eliminating the 10% owners discount.
In closing the Meeting the Vice President thanked Jenny Thompson for putting the Equinox Hall at our disposal and for providing those attending with a free breakfast.

Decisions taken by the Committee.

· The creation of a means of communication with the Management of Les Charmettes.

· To bring together owners in convivial circumstances by such means as sports, games, etc.
